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SUMARIO

Este trabalho inicia-se com a abordagem ao conceito de Sistema Nacional de Inovacao,
referindo a sua influéncia econdmica nas organizacdes e, consequentemente, atendendo ao
fendmeno da globalizacdo que nos acompanha, o seu impacto na vida econdémica e social das

nacoes.

Seguidamente, analisam-se os fundamentos da intervencdo governamental nos processos de
inovacdo e de mudanca tecnoldgica, de acordo com a abordagem da “falha de mercado”.
Coloca-se alguma énfase nas “fraquezas” da andlise estatica na explicacdo do comportamento
dindmico que as actividades de inovacdo possuem e contrapde-se esta analise com o
paradigma que é a evolucgdo. Assim sendo, as inovacdes resultam de interagdes sistémicas
entre instituicdes, desempenhando os governos um papel fundamental no desenrolar destas

interacdes institucionais.

Finalmente, investiga-se empiricamente a influéncia da accdo politica e dos sistemas

nacionais de inovacgdo na produtividade multi-factorial.

ABSTRACT

This study begins with an approach to the concept of National Innovation Systems, focus his
economic influence on organization and according to life’s inseparable phenomena that is

Globalization, his impact on the social and economic life of the nations.

We analyse the fundamentals of government intervention in the processes of innovation and
of technological change, according to the “market failure” approach. Then we put some
emphasis on the weaknesses of the static analysis in explaining the dynamic behaviour of
innovation activities and we contrast the analysis with the evolutionist paradigm. According
to it, innovations are a result of systemic interactions involving national institutions and
governments which have an important role on enhancing the performance of institutional

interactions.

Finally, we empirically investigate the influence of traditional political action and of national

systems on multifactor productivity.
